INSTALLATION

Switch off voltage prior to installation. Ensure that
voltage cannot be acci~dentally switched on
again.
e saw a hole at the installation location (see
package for diameter).
e mount the transformer according to the
transformer instructions (only for low-voltage
operation).
e connect it on the input side of the 230 V cord
and on the output side of the 12 V cord
(see fi gure 1)

: Connect the lamp and
transformer Use a terminal clamp.
All other lamps: Mount and connect the traction
relief using the supplied instructions. Press the
springs together and place the lamp in the sawn
out hole (see figure 2).

REPLACING LAMP:
Danger of electrocution!

Always disconnect voltage before replacing the
lamp. Models with snap ring (fig.3):

e press snap ring togehter and remove

o take the lamp out of the fixture

e insert a new lamp

e put snap ring back in. The snap ring is seated
properly when the lamp is fixed in the hightest
possible position and the end of the snap ring
points downward

Models with removable baffle (fig.4):

o pull baffle off

e pull lamp out of fixture and remove baffle
einsert a new lamp.

Models with quater-turn fastener (fig.5)

o turn the quarter-turn fastener anticlockwise and
remove.

o take the lamp out of the fixture.

einsert a new lamp.

e put quarter-turn fastener on and tighten by
turning clockwise.

Capsule lamps (fig.6):

Caution!

Do not touch the halogen lamp with your bare
fingers. Oily residue will considerably shorten the
service life of the lamp. Use a lint-free cloth.
